Create a Climate of Good Citizenship  

 Think about all of the ways a 4 -H club 

mirrors a democratic society ñ members vote 

for club officers, everyone has an opportunity 

to share what they think,  members, parents 

and leaders work to better the 4 -H club by 

volunteering to help with committees and  

activities.  All of these characteristics 

make the 4 -H club a place where mem-

bers can learn what it means to be part 

of a democracy and how to be an effec-

tive citizen.   

 A climate of good citizenship can 

be created in your 4 -H club in many ways.  

Prepare simple club rules for everyone 

(even leaders and parents) to follow.  An 

example could be that only one person 

speaks at a time so that he/she can be 

heard.  Listening also shows respect for 

the person who is speaking.  Your club can 

also create a list of club òcommunityó re-

sponsibilities and privileges.  Then each 

family could take turns with the responsi-

bilities. An example of this might be pro-

viding snacks or lining up guest speakers 

for club meetings.

Citizenship in 4 - H  
4- H Club Activity  

 A natural way to learn about the importance of being involved in your community is 

to organize community service projects.  Give members a chance to share what they think 

is needed in their community to make it a better place or if there is a group of people 

whom would benefit by being involved with them.  Asking members to pay attention to 

whatõs happening in their community will help them look beyond their own needs and see the 

needs of others.  

 The learning doesnõt stop with completing a community service project. In fact, 

after the project is finished, is when the most important learning can begin.  Take time to 

celebrate what your club accomplished and make sure to reflect upon what difference the 

community service project made in the community, in someoneõs life, in the memberõs own 

life.  Ask:  

¶ What is the most important thing we did?  

¶ How do you think the people living in the nursing home felt about our visit?  

¶ How did you feel when the project was over?

 DO NOT FORGET to fill out record books 

and/or completion sheets.  They are the final step 

in gaining completion for the year.  They are a 

very important part of 4 -H ð record keeping.  No 

matter what you want to do as an adult, record 

keeping is part of it and what better way to learn 

than by doing records with 4 -H. 

 In addition to learning better ways of re-

cord keeping, there are awards available for hav-

ing the top record books.  There are NO awards 

for completion sheets.   

 Record books and completion sheets are 

due in the Extension Office NO LATER THAN 

SEPTEMBER 15 TH (Tuesday) at 4:30 p.m.   In or-

der to complete the 4 -H year, you MUST fill out 

and turn in a record book, UNLESS you signed up 

with your club leader to do a completion sheet.  

 LEADERS:  make sure all record books 

have all the required signatures on them ð mem-

ber, parent and leader.  If they are turned in with 

out the proper signatures, they will be incom-

plete.  In addition, make sure journals, record 

books and completion sheets are complete ð 

every section!   

 EVERYONE: make sure you read the sheet 

that is in this newsletter on record books tips.  It 

will help you get started.  If you have any ques-

tions or need help filling out record books, call us 

soon so we have some time to assist you.  Donõt 

wait until the last minute to get help.  

 Turn completion sheets in separately from 

record books.  Record books must be turned in to 

us in a folder.  In addition, completion sheets 

donõt need any photos attached, or a journal com-

pleted with them.  Call us if you have any ques-

tions.
