Fabric & Fashion project hints
(by Christine Pasley, UEE)

If you have a complicated pattern, share a
copy of the pattern instruction sheet (or part of it) as
part of your project.

Making an elasticized skirt or slacks? Do
“stitch in the ditch”. Be sure the elastic is distributed
evenly and then stitch across the elastic (up-and-
down) to hold it straight and in place. This is gener-
ally done at the side seams to camouflage the stitch-
ing.
Understitch the garment interfacing at the collar-
less neck edge and at the waist where there is
no waistband.

Use a little water on dissolvable pen mark-
ings. The judge does not want to see
them. It can mean the difference when de-
ciding between the Champion and Reserve
Champion.

Avoid using fusibles on facing when silk is in-
volved.

Using too short a stitch length in the hem makes
it difficult to change—and may cut the fibers
in the fabric.

When making trousers of any kind—shorts,
slacks, culottes—don’t forget to clip and dou-
ble stitch the crotch seam.

Use consistency throughout—in the stitch length,
lining/thread colors, seam finishes, etc.

ALWAYS TRIM THREADS.

Use correct seam finishes. If you have questions
about this, speak with your leader or call the
Extension Office for help.

Be careful of using elastic fabrics. Rayon elastic
may not hold up in the wash.

Jackets should always have some sort of shoulder
pads for the smoothness it gives the shoulder
line. They don’t have to be “thick”.

When sewing with wool, keep the facing flat—
don’t turn it. Use a serger to finish and then
stitch in the ditch at the seams and along the
waistband (optional).

Practice before putting in a zipper. Baste it in to
start with.

Our Extension office has a binder of samples
and information, if you need additional information
for your clothing project. Your clothing project
doesn’t even have to involve sewing; call us for
other ideas.



Food Project Reminders

When preparing foods for exhibit, plan to keep an additional three items from the same
recipe (rolls, cookies, etc.), the end-cut of a loaf of bread or V4 of a cake that was pre-
pared for the county fair exhibit. Keep it at home in your freezer. In the event that any of
your exhibits are selected to go to state fair, you must bring that exhibit from your freezer to the Ex-
tension Office no later than Monday, August 10 at 8:30 a.m., so that all foods items can be trans-
ported to state fair. Items can also be brought in the afternoon of Friday, August 7 The 4-H mem-
ber is responsible for making sure any required written statements also accompany the exhibits going
to state fair. Any item that is not here by 8:30 a.m. will have to be transported to state

fair by the exhibitor’s family

They do not have to be judged in order
to be complete; however they must be finished and signed by members, parents and leaders in
order to be complete.

The Mobile Tech Lab (MTL) will be going to Yellow Ribbon events this summer and fall in
order to create items that help children be connected to their deployed military parent. The
projects proposed include: iroion transfers, Flat Daddy/Mommy, and zoom albums. It was
displayed at the WyAA and WEA conferences, as well as Showcase Showdown.

Speak Out for Military Kids (SOMK) will be a component at each of the three Teen Retreats
scheduled for this summer. Discussion with American Legion Auxiliary has indicated that
they will seek opportunities to include in their youth program. We hope to have finished
SOMK products to use during the Month of the Military Child events next April.

Teen Retreats and a Purple Camp for 9 to 12 year olds are being held this summer. Thes
are a strategic part of the support for military families.
