4-H Club Activity òBalloon Gameó 

Hand out one balloon to each participant and instruct them 

to blow up and tie off the balloon normally. Then have eve-

ryone stand in a circle in the middle of the room with their 

balloons. Tell them that their balloon represents a lie.  At 

the count of three they are going to toss their balloons in 

the air all at once toward the center of the room and try to 

keep theirs in the air, like they would try to keep their lie 

going amidst the hustle and bustle of daily life. If their 

balloon touches the ground, their lie is òdiscoveredó and 

they are òoutó. While the balloons are in the air, usually 

there is chaos and struggle to keep the balloons from 

touching the ground.  Sometimes people help keep othersõ 

balloons in the air. But eventually almost all will fall to the 

ground. Once everyone's balloon has touched the ground, 

discuss why it is easier to tell the truth from the beginning.
