RECORD BOOKS AND  

COMPLETION SHEETS D UE 
 

 DO NOT FORGET to fill out record 

books and/or completion sheets.  They are the 

final step in gaining completion for the year .  

They are a very important part of 4 -H ð record 

keeping.  No matter what you want to do as an 

adult, record keeping is part o f it and what 

better way to learn than by doing records with 

4-H. 

 In addition to learning better ways of 

record keeping, there are awards available for 

having the top record books.  There are NO 

awards for completion sheets.   

 Record books and completion  sheets 
are due in the Extension Office NO LATER 

THAN SEPTEMBER 1 4TH (Frid ay ) at 4:30 

p.m.   In order to complete the 4 -H year, you 

MUST fill out and turn in a record book, 

UNLESS you signed up with your club leader to 

do a completion sheet.  

 LEADERS:  make sure all record books 

have all the required signatures on the m ð 

member, parent and leader.  I f they are turned 

in with out the proper signatures, they will be 

incomplete.  In addition, make sure journals, 

record books and completion sheets are 

complete ð every section!   

 EVERYONE: make sure you read the 

sheet that is in this newsletter on record books 

tips.  It will help you get started.  If you have 

any questions or need help filling out record 

books, call us soon so we have some time to 

assist you.  Donõt wait until the last minute to 

get help.  

 Turn completion sheets in separately 

from record books.  Record books must be 

turned in to us in a folder.  In addition, 

completion sheets donõt need any photos 

attached, or a journal completed with them.

Record Book Guidelines  
 
 This information is designed to a ssist members, leader and parents when filling out record 

books.  If you have any questions, call the Extension Office (322 -3667) and we will clarify things 

for you.  If you signed up to do a completion sheet and would like to try a record book, you may 

do so.  However, if you didnõt sign up to do a completion sheet, you MUST do a record book.  Call 

us to see what you must do for completion for the year. 

 
 CLUB LEADERS - please have ALL of your members deliver their records to you.  We 

prefer you to bring t hem all in together; it is much easier for us.  This will also give you a chance 

to look at  them all to make sure they are  complete before turning them in.  Make sure everyone 

indicate s whether they want their records judged or not.  They do not have to be  judged in order 

to be complete; however they must be finished and signed by members, parents and leaders in 

order to be complete.  It is easier for the judges to look only at the books that should be judged, 
rather than having to go through them all.  PARENTS:  club leaders need to look at each childõs 

record to make sure it is complete and they need to bring the entire clubõs to us.   

 

NO record books or completion sheets will be accepted after the due date!   If they canõt 

be turned in on September 1 4, then turn them in early.  

 

ALL RECORD BOOKS AND COMPLETION SHEETS ARE DUE IN  

THE EXTENSION OFFICE (not postmarked) BY September 14 

 NO LATER THAN 4:30 P.M.  
 

ALL RECORD BOOKS MUST: 

 

1. Be turned in on time (see above).  

 

2. Be neat, complete and the work of the memb er in her or her own handwriting, only ð 
NO typewritten records will be accepted unless the member has a physical handicap 

or is visually impaired!   Call the Extension Office if your child fits under this category.  

 

3. Contain accurate and truthful informatio n.  If one area of the record books doesnõt apply 

to you, make sure you indicate that in those sections.  Do not leave any section blank!  

 

4. Be signed by the member, parent and leader.  

 

5. Contain the following information in the order listed;  

 

a. 4-H Journal. 

b.  Record books with tabs for judges to find easily . 

c. Photographs & newspaper articles ð one page with each record book, front and 

back ð not face to face pages .  Only include those pictures and articles that apply 

with that record book.  If you have club picture s and articles, submit a page of 

them after your journal .  Pictures arenõt optional; they SHOULD be included, also.  

d. Be submitted in a f older with pockets and fastened together so loose pages wonõt 
fall out .  DO NOT use a ny size  3-ring binder  ð they are har d to work with.   We 

will put your record books in a folder if they come to us in a binder.  

e. DO NOT include completion sheets with record books ð submit them separately.  

Completion sheets DO NOT need pictures or a journal submitted with them.  



JOURNAL INFORMATION:  

 

 Make sure the journal is complete, donõt leave any section blank.  If you donõt belong to a 

club, indicate so under the club meeting section.  Everyone learned something, so include both 

good and not so good learning experiences in the appropria te section.  

 Front page ð list ALL projects even those done on a completion sheet. Make sure you mark 
those you want judged for competition ð there are awards for winners in each area!   You get no 

awards for doing completions sheets or not having your reco rds judged.  
 Each page has brief instructions as to what to include in each section, read these prior  to 

filling out your journal.  

 

LIVESTOCK MEMBERS:  

 

1. Use one record book per specie and include both breeding and market animals on one.  

For example, if yo u have both market and breeding sheep, you should only fill out one 

record book.  

2. A Supreme Cow record book WILL NOT work as your breeding beef record book ð you 

must use the livestock record book.  However, you can include your Supreme Cow 

record if you ch oose. 

3. Use separate record books for different species of livestock.  If you had a rabbit, a goat 

and a beef project, you need to complete 3 different record books, and include all the 

activities associated with each different project in their respective re cord book.  

4. If you were in both 4 -H and FFA, make sure you only include your 4 -H projects in your 

record book.  You can list your FFA activities in your Member Journal under non 4 -H 

activities.  

5. Include pictures and newspaper clippings of your activities wit h your projects.  If you 
include photos, etc., make sure you label  them as to what you are doing.  

6. Make sure your record book is complete.  Donõt leave any section blank, and make sure 

your figures add up correctly.  

7. Everyone should have goals at the beginni ng of the year.  Think back to the beginning 

of your project year and list several goals you wanted to accomplish this year.  

8. Donõt forget to include pictures and clippings for each project after each record book.  

Make sure they are on one sheet, front and  back.  

 

DOG, CAT, POULTRY, FOODS, PACT & CAKE DECORATING MEMBERS:  

 

1. Use the University of Wyoming Record Books for these projects.  We have a supply of 

all of these at the Extension Office, if you need any, or need another one.  

2. Make sure your record book i s complete, including the section on goals.  Donõt leave 

ANY section blank.  All foods members must do the cost analysis, too.  

3. Donõt forget to include pictures and clippings for each project after each record book.  

Make sure they are on one sheet, front a nd back.  

 

GENERAL RECORD BOOK PROJECT MEMBERS: 

 

1. Include all your project activities and expenses.  Donõt leave anything blank and make 

sure all your figures add up correctly.  Donõt forget to include goals for each project. 

2. Donõt forget to include pictures and clippings for each project after each record book.  

Make sure they are on one sheet, front and back.  

3. PHOTOGRAPHY MEMBERS, make sure you include 3 additional pages of photos taken 

during the project year.  Showcase your project work.  Make sure you lab el them 

appropriately.  Photos are what your project is all about, so donõt forget them.
